Vice-President Viviane Reding was speaking to a
distinguished audience of over 100 industry
representatives and decision-makers invited by EurolSPA
on 5 October, the pan-European trade association for the
Internet industry. Vice President Reding expressed her
commitment to the enhancement of the Single Market for
online trade by addressing remaining barriers for cross-
border transactions through the introduction of a solid
contract law system and strong data protection rules for businesses and consumers.

Welcoming Vice-President Reding, Mr. Malcolm Hutty, President of EurolSPA, stressed the
importance of a strong and clear legal framework for Internet intermediaries. He particularly
underlined the needs for a strong liability limitation to protect the value of an open Internet for
business and the achievement of fundamental rights for citizens.
